Topic Subjects

Our Foundation Subject Topic this term is ‘River deep, Mountain high.” We will start by
learning about the Water Cycle and then move on to learn all about the parts of rivers,
how they occur and how they are used for leisure purposes. We will be focussing on these
4 rivers: Amazon, Nile, Frome and Thames. We will look at erosion and deposition as
processes that occur in rivers.

Please find below some of the key facts that your child will learn. We will use these facts
in our quick recall quizzes and we will be referring back to them over the term. Ask your
child about these questions at home to help them remember the knowledge!
Geography — Rivers

- The water cycle includes evaporation, condensation and precipitation.

- Arriver is a path that flows downhill towards the ocean.

- The start of the river is called the source

- The end of the river is called the mouth.

Home learning Expectations
Home Reading — We kindly ask that your child reads at least 5 times a week at
home. Please prioritise this as this is proven to be the most impactful for children
and their learning in school.
Maths —Times Table Rock Stars practise (Years 2 to 6) — a total of at least 20
minutes on ‘Garage mode’.

Spellings — Please practise the weekly spellings at home to support the learning in
school (Years 1-6) - around 15 minutes in total.

Please ensure you record evidence of your home learning in your home learning
books so that you receive your ‘Home Learning Hero’ time!

We also ask that you read at least 5 times a week to develop your
comprehension and fluency. In the coming weeks, we will be giving
out login details for children to use on ‘Purple Mash’. This is an
online platform for those children who wish to practise their English
and Maths even more at home! ©
