We have booked a class trip to visit Bristol Aquarium on Tuesday 23rd June 2026.  This will be a great 
way to see a variety of sea creatures and learn more about life under the sea.

There is no charge for children currently in receipt of benefits related Free School 
Meals as the cost of these children will be covered from the Pupil Premium allocation in the school budget. 
 
If the voluntary contributions are significantly below the cost of the trip then it may have to be cancelled 
and monies refunded. 
 
On the day of the trip, the children will need to come dressed in their school uniforms.
