Dear Parents and Carers

We have booked a class trip to visit Windmill City Farm on Wednesday 234 April. This will be a great
way to see a variety of different farm animals, and meet the people who help run the farm.

If the voluntary contributions are significantly below the cost of the trip then it may have to be cancelled
and monies refunded.

Please remember that the children will need to come dressed in their school uniforms and be equipped for
the weather and the environment. We will change into our wellies and (if necessary) Forest School
waterproofs before leaving so please make sure your child’s kit is in school and wellies still fit.
