English 
In English 
this term 
we will be 
looking at 
‘Charlie 
and the chocolate factory’ 
written by Roald Dahl. We 

will be focussing on using paragraphs 
appropriately as well as using a combination 
of simple and compound sentences to add 
interest to our stories.   
 
 
 

Maths 
In Maths this term we will develop our 
understanding of place value. We will be 
introducing thousands, learning how to 
represent them in different ways and 
learning to add and subtract 1000 from 3 
and 4 digit numbers.  
 
We will also be developing our 
understanding of estimation, using number 
lines and scales to estimate different 
quantities before moving on to rounding 
to the nearest 10, 100 and 1000.

Topic Subjects 
 
Our Foundation Subject Topic this term is ‘Walk like and Egyptian!’ We will be learning 
all about the Ancient Egyptian period. During our topic, we will be finding out what life 
was like in Ancient Egyptian times, Looking at their gods and beliefs and even 
mummifying some apples! 
 
Please find below some of the key facts that your child will learn. We will use these facts 
in our quick recall quizzes and we will be referring back to them over the term. Ask your 
child about these questions at home to help them remember the knowledge!  
 

Key facts 
 Ancient Egypt was one of the greatest and most powerful civilisations in the world. 

It lasted over 3000 years.  
 Ancient Egypt was positioned along the Nile River. This meant they had food, soil, 

water and transportation.  
 Not all Egyptians could read and write. This was down to the Scribes. They were 

considered powerful people because of their talents.  
 The Pharaohs believed they needed to be buried with treasure so that they could 

make it into the afterlife.  
 Egyptian men and women wore make-up. It was thought to have healing powers 

and protect them from the sun.  
 They were the first civilisation to write. They used ink and paper called Papyrus.  
 Egyptians mummified dead bodies so that the soul could return to the right body.  
 There are three main pyramids which are located in Egypt’s capital city, Cairo.

Home learning Expectations  
Home Reading – Please ensure your child reads at least 5 times a week at home. 
Please prioritise this as this is proven to be the most impactful for children and 

their learning in school. 
Maths –Times Table Rock Stars practise (Years 2 to 6) – a total of at least 20 

minutes on ‘Garage mode’. 
Spellings – Please practise the weekly spellings at home to support the learning in 

school (Years 1-6) - around 15 minutes in total. 
 

Please ensure you record evidence of your home learning in your home learning 
books so that you receive your ‘Home Learning Hero’ time! 

 We also ask that you read at least 5 times a week to develop your 
comprehension and fluency. In the coming weeks, we will be giving 
out login details for children to use on ‘Purple Mash’. This is an 
online platform for those children who wish to practise their English 
and Maths even more at home!  

 

We are excited to invite you to join us in our mission to foster a love for 
reading among our young learners at The Manor. 

Reading is a fundamental skill that lays the foundation for a lifetime of 
learning. We are seeking parent/carer volunteers who can spare some
